2. A copy of your official high school transcript
(including ACT and/or SAT scores).

3.0ne page personal biography which includes
your athletic achievements, honorary or spe-
cial interest organizations, community involve-
ment, high school major, course of study you
plan to pursue, awards or scholarships you have
received, and a brief description of any way in
which you have given back to soccer, i.e. coach,
referee, etc.

4.You must have played on an MSYSA
League affiliate team at least 6 seasons (3
years) since the beginning of your soccer
career in the MSYSA and you must be a resi-
dent of the State of Michigan.

5.You must carry a cumulative GPA of at least
2.75, and must be accepted at an accredited
university, community or junior college, or other
institute of higher learning.

6.Applications will be accepted from all eligible
MSYSA players regardless of the school they
have attended or whether or not their school or
district has varsity soccer. You do not have to
play college soccer to apply.
